In re-

sponse to losing market share despite heavy advertis-

ing, Coca-Cola decided to reformulate its iconic drink 

after extensive taste tests, launching New Coke in April 

1985. However, this change sparked immediate back-

lash, leading to protests and demands for the return of 

the original Coke, which was deemed a cultural icon. 

Within 79 days, Coca-Cola reverted to the original rec-

ipe, rebranding it as Coca-Cola Classic. While the com-

pany incurred losses during the New Coke era, it ul-

timately reinforced customer loyalty and strengthened 

its brand identity. New Coke was discontinued in 2002.
