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ISRO to create history with the introduction of 
Space Docking Technology, making India the 
fourth ever country to achieve it. ISRO launched 
two satellites into orbit as part of its space docking 
experiment on 30th December 2024. � e two sat-
ellites, SDX01 (Chaser) and SDX02 (Target), each 
weighing around 220 kg, were launched into a 475-
km circular orbit using the PSLV C60 rocket. � e 
rocket was launched from the Satish Dhawan Space 
Centre in Sriharikota. ISRO considers SpaDex 
(Space Docking Experiment) a cost-e� ective tech-
nology designed to demonstrate in-space docking 
and e� ective rendezvous between spacecra� s. � is 
mission also serves as a stepping stone for ISRO’s 
other objectives, such as sending an Indian to the 
Moon and the establishment of Bharatiya 
Antariksh Station (BAS). “SpaDex will play a cru-
cial role in developing India’s potential in space 
docking, a technology of massive importance for 
future space missions, such as satellite servicing 
and interplanetary missions,” ISRO stated it in an 
interview.
