He found Automobili Lamborghini in 1963, with the goal of 
building a car that would surpass Ferrari’s performance and quality. � e � rst 
Lamborghini car, the Lamborghini 350 GTV, was unveiled in 1963. � e company went on to 
produce iconic cars like the Miura, Countach, and Diablo, becoming a legendary supercar 
manufacturer.
