Battle Beneath the Waves: Google and Meta’s
 Submarine Cables to Rival Jio and Airtel 

 
Tech giants Google and Meta are investing heavily in creating their own 
submarine fiber cables to connect India with the rest of the world. By 
doing so, these tech monopolists will directly compete with established telecom com-
panies such as Reliance Jio, Bharti Airtel, and Tata Communications, particularly in 
the race to expand data center infrastructure. News reports highlight that indepen-
dent infrastructure providers like the Chennai-based Sify Technologies and companies 
such as Lightstorm are offering landing facilities at relatively lower costs compared to 
established telecom operators like Airtel and Tata Communications. Several sourc-
es also indicate that Google is keen at launching its Blue-Raman submarine ca-
ble system in Mumbai by the first quarter of 2025. This project is valued at $400 mil-
lion, with the Italian firm Sparkle being an investor as well. It has a capacity of 218 
Tbps. Meanwhile, Meta is working on establishing a submarine cable with a behe-
moth capacity of 500 Tbps, representing an investment of $10 billion over three years.
