Google Launches Its 1st Ever

Google and SpaceX have launched FireSat, an AI-powered satellite that detects and tracks 
wildfires with high precision. It can identify fires as small as 5×5 meters within 20 minutes, 
aiding early detection, faster response, and reduced carbon emissions. FireSat compares re-
al-time satellite images with historical data, analyzing weather, terrain, and infrastructure to 
confirm fires. This rapid detection enables emergency team to act quickly and prevent 
escalation.

Airtel and SpaceX have partnered to bring 
Starlink’s high-speed internet to India. This 
collaboration aims to extend connectivity to 
rural regions and support businesses, schools, 
and communities.

“We are working on a bigger model, Krutrim 3, which will be our answer from India to show 
that we can build the best,” said A. Navendu, CEO of Ola Electric, in conversation with 
Matthew Zielinski, President, International Markets, Lenovo. This supercomputer will focus 
on Al-powered applications, language models, and vision models, aiming to reduce 
dependency on Western cloud providers.

India is set to achieve a major milestone with 
the launch of its first hydrogen-powered 
train, which will soon undergo trial runs 
between Jind and Sonipat stations in Hary-
ana. Designed by the Research, Design, and 
Standard Organisation (RDSO), the train 
features 8 passenger coaches with a total 
capacity of 2,638 passengers and can reach 
a maximum speed of 110 km/h, making it 
ideal for short-distance travel. Unofficially 
named ‘Namo Green Rail’ during an expo, 
this innovative project places India among 
a select group of nations adopting hydrogen 
fuel for railways, marking the first large-scale 
attempt of its kind globally.

Born on July 31, 1965, 
in Gloucestershire, England, she faced personal tragedies including the 
loss of her mother and a painful divorce. Battling depression as a single 

mother, Rowling found hope during a train ride from Manchester to 
London in 1990, where the idea for Harry Potter first came to her. 
Despite her vision, she faced 12 rejections before Bloomsbury Pub-
lisher finally accepted her manuscript in 1996. Harry Potter and 
the Philosopher’s Stone was published in 1997, with just 500 cop-

ies printed initially and mostly sent to libraries. But within a year, 
the book sold over 70,000 copies in the UK, igniting a global phenomenon. With each new 
release, the series grew massively, now with over 500 million copies sold and translations 
in 80+ languages. This series later evolved into a blockbuster movie franchise produced by 
Warner Bros. Theme park experience and spin-offs impact pop culture today. 
 
Rowling’s rise made her the world’s richest writer yet, she stayed humble. Her philanthropic 
acts, especially through her Lumos Foundation, shows how success can be used to help oth-
ers. Her story reminds us that rejection and hardship are not dead ends, but stepping stones. 
With trust and perseverance, even the darkest moments can lead to magical success.

J.K. Rowling: From Struggles to Success
